2. ENTRY FEE = $80.00 – There will be an additional charge of $5.00 for those paying at check-in. 

Entries are limited to the first 112 paid entries received at the Association Office. 
 

3. Entries will close upon receipt of the first 112 entries. 
 

4. NO SPOTS ARE RESERVED WITHOUT FULL ENTRY FEE PAYMENT. 
 

5. A paid entry becomes the property of the paid bowler. 
 

6. SQUAD TIME:  SUNDAY September 26, 2010 

8 game qualifying begins at 9:00 AM.  Check-in begins at 8:00 AM. 

Match play will begin after the qualifying rounds. 
 

7. All entrants will bowl 8 games of Qualifying Competition.  Match play will be double elimination. 

Top 16 will bowl match play base on 83 or less entries, 84 to 96 entries top 24, 96 or more top 32. 
 

In case of tie for last Match play position a one game roll-off will determine the position.  In case of a  

tie in Match games, it will be broken by a 8
th

, 9
th

 & 10 Frame roll-off – with total pinfall to determine winner. 
 

8. The USBC rule prohibiting use of any abrasive on the surface of the bowling ball during competition 

WILL BE ENFORCED.  Penalty will be Immediate disqualification and forfeiture of entry fees. 
 

9. $5.00 Scratch brackets will be conducted during Qualifying Competition. 

 Optional game jackpots and mini-eliminators will also be available.  
 

10. The Champions will have 30 days to inform the Tournament Director as to his or her intentions of going to the
